The total volume of trade between Moldova and Georgia, in 2014, has amounted 26.7 mln, USD, decreasing with 17.8 % against the similar period of the previous year (32.5 mln. USD). 

Trade balance was positive showing 22.3 mil. USD and decreasing compared to 23.5 mil. USD, in 2013.

· Considering organizing the First Session of the Joint Moldovan - Georgian Commission
· Signing an Agreement regarding the economic cooperation between the two Republics;
·    Establishing cooperation between state institutions responsible for promoting policies on supporting small and medium enterprises;
·    Establishment and development of business contacts between SMEs, promoting partnerships and trade relations, organization of exhibitions, trade fairs, roundtables, workshops.
·    Promoting partnerships / associations among industry and small business, and marketing of domestic industrial production to the Georgian market. 
· Expanding cooperation in standardization, metrology and conformity assessment that will help to intensify economic relations.
